*0With many other words he warned them; and he pleaded with them,

his message were baptised, and about three thousand were added to
their number that day.

The Holy Gospel is written in the 8th chapter of the Gospel according
to St Mark beginning at the 1st verse.

Mark 8:1-10a

! During those days another large crowd gathered. Since they had
nothing to eat, Jesus called his disciples to him and said, * ‘T have
compassion for these people; they have already been with me three
days and have nothing to eat. ®* If I send them home hungry, they will
collapse on the way, because some of them have come a long distance.

* His disciples answered, ‘But where in this remote place can anyone
get enough bread to feed them?’

> ‘How many loaves do you have?’ Jesus asked.
‘Seven,’ they replied.

® He told the crowd to sit down on the ground. When he had taken the
seven loaves and given thanks, he broke them and gave them to his
disciples to distribute to the people, and they did so.” They had a few
small fish as well; he gave thanks for them also and told the disciples
to distribute them. ® The people ate and were satisfied. Afterwards

the disciples picked up seven basketfuls of broken pieces that were
left over. ? About four thousand were present. After he had sent them
away, '° he got into the boat with his disciples and went to the region of
Dalmanutha.

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Exhortation

Dearly beloved in the Lord, ye that mind to come to the holy
Communion of the Body and Blood of our Saviour Christ, must
consider how Saint Paul exhorteth all persons diligently to try and
examine themselves, before they presume to eat of that Bread, and
drink of that Cup.

For as the benefit is great, if with a true penitent heart and lively faith
we receive that holy Sacrament; (for then we spiritually eat the flesh
of Christ, and drink his blood; then we dwell in Christ, and Christ in
us; we are one with Christ, and Christ with us;) so is the danger great,
if we receive the same unworthily. For then we are guilty of the Body
and Blood of Christ our Saviour; we eat and drink our own damnation,
not considering the Lord’s Body; we kindle God’s wrath against us; we
provoke him to plague us with divers diseases, and sundry kinds of
death*.

Judge therefore yourselves, brethren, that ye be not judged of the
Lord; repent you truly for your sins past; have a lively and stedfast
faith in Christ our Saviour; amend your lives, and be in perfect charity
with all men; so shall ye be meet partakers of those holy mysteries.

And above all things ye must give most humble and hearty thanks to
God, the Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost, for the redemption of
the world by the death and passion of our Saviour Christ, both God and
man; who did humble himself, even to the death upon the Cross, for us,
miserable sinners, who lay in darkness and the shadow of death; that
he might make us the children of God, and exalt us to everlasting life.

And to the end that we should alway remember the exceeding great
love of our Master, and only Saviour, Jesus Christ, thus dying for us,
and the innumerable benefits which by his precious blood-shedding
he hath obtained to us; he hath instituted and ordained holy mysteries,
as pledges of his love, and for a continual remembrance of his death, to
our great and endless comfort.

If you want an
individual cup of wine or juice, then please pick one up at the table in the chancel
BEFORE coming to the rail.

3. Please feel free to either stand or kneel at the rail.

The Minister giving bread will say to you.

The Body of our Lord Jesus Christ, which was given for thee, preserve
thy body and soul unto everlasting life.

Or

Take and eat this in remembrance that Christ died for thee, and feed
on him in thy heart by faith with thanksgiving.

The Minister giving the cup will say to you.

The Blood of our Lord Jesus Christ, which was shed for thee, preserve
thy body and soul unto everlasting life.

Or

Drink this in remembrance that Christ’s Blood was shed for thee, and
be thankful.
