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2 Chronicles 20:1-21
1 After this, the Moabites and Ammonites with some of the Meunites 
came to wage war against Jehoshaphat.
2 Some people came and told Jehoshaphat, ‘A vast army is coming 
against you from Edom, from the other side of the Dead Sea. It is 
already in Hazezon Tamar’ (that is, En Gedi). 3 Alarmed, Jehoshaphat 
resolved to enquire of the Lord, and he proclaimed a fast for all Judah. 
4 The people of Judah came together to seek help from the Lord; 
indeed, they came from every town in Judah to seek him.
5 Then Jehoshaphat stood up in the assembly of Judah and Jerusalem 
at the temple of the Lord in the front of the new courtyard 6 and said:

‘Lord, the God of our ancestors, are you not the God who is in heaven? 
You rule over all the kingdoms of the nations. Power and might are in 
your hand, and no one can withstand you. 7 Our God, did you not drive 
out the inhabitants of this land before your people Israel and give it for 
ever to the descendants of Abraham your friend? 8 They have lived in 
it and have built in it a sanctuary for your Name, saying, 9 “If calamity 
comes upon us, whether the sword of judgment, or plague or famine, 
we will stand in your presence before this temple that bears your 
Name and will cry out to you in our distress, and you will hear us and 
save us.”
10 ‘But now here are men from Ammon, Moab and Mount Seir, whose 
territory you would not allow Israel to invade when they came from 
Egypt; so they turned away from them and did not destroy them. 11 See 
how they are repaying us by coming to drive us out of the possession 
you gave us as an inheritance. 12 Our God, will you not judge them? For 
we have no power to face this vast army that is attacking us. We do not 
know what to do, but our eyes are on you.’
13 All the men of Judah, with their wives and children and little ones, 
stood there before the Lord.

For The Epistle
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14 Then the Spirit of the Lord came on Jahaziel son of Zechariah, the 
son of Benaiah, the son of Jeiel, the son of Mattaniah, a Levite and 
descendant of Asaph, as he stood in the assembly.
15 He said: ‘Listen, King Jehoshaphat and all who live in Judah and 
Jerusalem! This is what the Lord says to you: “Do not be afraid or 
discouraged because of this vast army. For the battle is not yours, but 
God’s. 16 Tomorrow march down against them. They will be climbing 
up by the Pass of Ziz, and you will find them at the end of the gorge in 
the Desert of Jeruel. 17 You will not have to fight this battle. Take up 
your positions; stand firm and see the deliverance the Lord will give 
you, Judah and Jerusalem. Do not be afraid; do not be discouraged. Go 
out to face them tomorrow, and the Lord will be with you.”’
18 Jehoshaphat bowed down with his face to the ground, and all the 
people of Judah and Jerusalem fell down in worship before the Lord. 
19 Then some Levites from the Kohathites and Korahites stood up and 
praised the Lord, the God of Israel, with a very loud voice.
20 Early in the morning they left for the Desert of Tekoa. As they set 
out, Jehoshaphat stood and said, ‘Listen to me, Judah and people 
of Jerusalem! Have faith in the Lord your God and you will be 
upheld; have faith in his prophets and you will be successful.’ 21 After 
consulting the people, Jehoshaphat appointed men to sing to the Lord 
and to praise him for the splendour of his holiness as they went out at 
the head of the army, saying:

‘Give thanks to the Lord,
    for his love endures for ever.’

The Gospel

Matthew 14:22-33
22 Immediately Jesus made the disciples get into the boat and go on 
ahead of him to the other side, while he dismissed the crowd. 23 After 
he had dismissed them, he went up on a mountainside by himself to 
pray. Later that night, he was there alone, 24 and the boat was already 
a considerable distance from land, buffeted by the waves because the 
wind was against it.
25 Shortly before dawn Jesus went out to them, walking on the lake. 26 
When the disciples saw him walking on the lake, they were terrified. 
‘It’s a ghost,’ they said, and cried out in fear.
27 But Jesus immediately said to them: ‘Take courage! It is I. Don’t be 
afraid.’
28 ‘Lord, if it’s you,’ Peter replied, ‘tell me to come to you on the water.’
29 ‘Come,’ he said.

Then Peter got down out of the boat, walked on the water and came 
towards Jesus. 30 But when he saw the wind, he was afraid and, 
beginning to sink, cried out, ‘Lord, save me!’
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This is the Gospel of the Lord.
Thanks be unto thee, O Lord, for this thy holy gospel.

32 And when they climbed into the boat, the wind died down. 33 Then 
those who were in the boat worshipped him, saying, ‘Truly you are the 
Son of God.’

who spake by the Prophets.

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Prayers

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Exhortation
Dearly beloved in the Lord, ye that mind to come to the holy 
Communion of the Body and Blood of our Saviour Christ, must 
consider how Saint Paul exhorteth all persons diligently to try and 
examine themselves, before they presume to eat of that Bread, and 
drink of that Cup. 

For as the benefit is great, if with a true penitent heart and lively faith 
we receive that holy Sacrament; (for then we spiritually eat the flesh 
of Christ, and drink his blood; then we dwell in Christ, and Christ in 
us; we are one with Christ, and Christ with us;) so is the danger great, 
if we receive the same unworthily. For then we are guilty of the Body 
and Blood of Christ our Saviour; we eat and drink our own damnation, 
not considering the Lord’s Body; we kindle God’s wrath against us; we 
provoke him to plague us with divers diseases, and sundry kinds of 
death*. 

Judge therefore yourselves, brethren, that ye be not judged of the 
Lord; repent you truly for your sins past; have a lively and stedfast 
faith in Christ our Saviour; amend your lives, and be in perfect charity 
with all men; so shall ye be meet partakers of those holy mysteries. 

And above all things ye must give most humble and hearty thanks to 
God, the Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost, for the redemption of 
the world by the death and passion of our Saviour Christ, both God and 
man; who did humble himself, even to the death upon the Cross, for us, 
miserable sinners, who lay in darkness and the shadow of death; that 
he might make us the children of God, and exalt us to everlasting life. 

And to the end that we should alway remember the exceeding great 
love of our Master, and only Saviour, Jesus Christ, thus dying for us, 
and the innumerable benefits which by his precious blood-shedding 
he hath obtained to us; he hath instituted and ordained holy mysteries, 
as pledges of his love, and for a continual remembrance of his death, to 
our great and endless comfort.

Almighty God, our heavenly Father, who of thy tender mercy didst 
give thine only Son Jesus Christ to suffer death upon the Cross for 
our redemption; who made there (by his one oblation of himself 
once offered) a full, perfect, and sufficient sacrifice, oblation, and 
satisfaction, for the sins of the whole world; and did institute, and in 
his holy Gospel command us to continue, a perpetual memory of that 
his precious death, until his coming again: 

Hear us, O merciful Father, we most humbly beseech thee; and grant 
that we receiving these thy creatures of bread and wine, according to 
thy Son our Saviour Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of 
his death and passion, may be partakers of his most blessed Body and 
Blood: 

Who, in the same night that he was betrayed, took Bread; and, when he 
had given thanks, he brake it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, Take, 
eat,  this is my Body which is given for you: Do this in remembrance 
of me.

If you want an 
individual cup of wine or juice, then please pick one up at the table in the chancel 
BEFORE coming to the rail.

3.	 Please feel free to either stand or kneel at the rail. 
4.	 Gluten free bread is available. Please ask from the minister who is serving bread.
5.	 Please note that we do not practise intinction at St Philip’s. We also ask you to take 

the chalice into your hands. The minister will not hold the chalice to your lips.
