For The Epistle
2 Kings 5:1-15

Now Naaman was commander of the army of the king of Aram. He was
a great man in the sight of his master and highly regarded, because
through him the Lord had given victory to Aram. He was a valiant
soldier, but he had leprosy.

2 Now bands of raiders from Aram had gone out and had taken captive
ayoung girl from Israel, and she served Naaman’s wife. * She said

to her mistress, “If only my master would see the prophet who is in
Samaria! He would cure him of his leprosy.”

* Naaman went to his master and told him what the girl from Israel had
said. ® “By all means, go,” the king of Aram replied. “I will send a letter
to the king of Israel.” So Naaman left, taking with him ten talents of
silver, six thousand shekels of gold and ten sets of clothing. ¢ The letter
that he took to the king of Israel read: “With this letter I am sending
my servant Naaman to you so that you may cure him of his leprosy.”

7 As soon as the king of Israel read the letter, he tore his robes and said,
“Am I God? Can I kill and bring back to life? Why does this fellow send
someone to me to be cured of his leprosy? See how he is trying to pick a
quarrel with me!”

8 When Elisha the man of God heard that the king of Israel had torn his
robes, he sent him this message: “Why have you torn your robes? Have
the man come to me and he will know that there is a prophet in Israel.”
? So Naaman went with his horses and chariots and stopped at the door
of Elisha’s house. '° Elisha sent a messenger to say to him, “Go, wash
yourself seven times in the Jordan, and your flesh will be restored and
you will be cleansed.”



1 But Naaman went away angry and said, “I thought that he would
surely come out to me and stand and call on the name of the Lord his
God, wave his hand over the spot and cure me of my leprosy. '* Are not
Abana and Pharpar, the rivers of Damascus, better than all the waters
of Israel? Couldn’t I wash in them and be cleansed?” So he turned and
went off in a rage.

3 Naaman’s servants went to him and said, “My father, if the prophet
had told you to do some great thing, would you not have done it? How
much more, then, when he tells you, “Wash and be cleansed’!” '* So he
went down and dipped himself in the Jordan seven times, as the man
of God had told him, and his flesh was restored and became clean like
that of a young boy.

1> Then Naaman and all his attendants went back to the man of God.
He stood before him and said, “Now I know that there is no God in all
the world except in Israel. So please accept a gift from your servant.”

The Holy Gospel is written in the 4th chapter of the Gospel according
to St Luke beginning at the 14th verse.

Luke 4:14-27

4 Jesus returned to Galilee in the power of the Spirit, and news about
him spread through the whole countryside. ' He was teaching in their
synagogues, and everyone praised him.

1 He went to Nazareth, where he had been brought up, and on the
Sabbath day he went into the synagogue, as was his custom. He stood
up to read, '” and the scroll of the prophet Isaiah was handed to him.
Unrolling it, he found the place where it is written:

18 “The Spirit of the Lord is on me,
because he has anointed me
to proclaim good news to the poor.

He has sent me to proclaim freedom for the prisoners
and recovery of sight for the blind,

to set the oppressed free,

9 to proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor.”

20 Then he rolled up the scroll, gave it back to the attendant and sat
down. The eyes of everyone in the synagogue were fastened on him.

21 He began by saying to them, “Today this scripture is fulfilled in your
hearing.”

22 All spoke well of him and were amazed at the gracious words that
came from his lips. “Isn’t this Joseph’s son?” they asked.



23 Jesus said to them, “Surely you will quote this proverb to me:
‘Physician, heal yourself!” And you will tell me, ‘Do here in your
hometown what we have heard that you did in Capernaum.”

2 “Truly I tell you,” he continued, “no prophet is accepted in his
hometown. ?° I assure you that there were many widows in Israel in
Elijah’s time, when the sky was shut for three and a half years and
there was a severe famine throughout the land. *° Yet Elijah was not
sent to any of them, but to a widow in Zarephath in the region of Sidon.
27 And there were many in Israel with leprosy in the time of Elisha the
prophet, yet not one of them was cleansed—only Naaman the Syrian.”

This is the Gospel of the Lord.

Exhortation

Dearly beloved in the Lord, ye that mind to come to the holy
Communion of the Body and Blood of our Saviour Christ, must
consider how Saint Paul exhorteth all persons diligently to try and
examine themselves, before they presume to eat of that Bread, and
drink of that Cup.

For as the benefit is great, if with a true penitent heart and lively faith
we receive that holy Sacrament; (for then we spiritually eat the flesh
of Christ, and drink his blood; then we dwell in Christ, and Christ in
us; we are one with Christ, and Christ with us;) so is the danger great,
if we receive the same unworthily.

Judge therefore yourselves, brethren, that ye be not judged of the
Lord; repent you truly for your sins past; have a lively and stedfast
faith in Christ our Saviour; amend your lives, and be in perfect charity
with all men; so shall ye be meet partakers of those holy mysteries.

And above all things ye must give most humble and hearty thanks to
God, the Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost, for the redemption of

the world by the death and passion of our Saviour Christ, both God and
man; who did humble himself, even to the death upon the Cross, for us,

miserable** sinners, who lay in darkness and the shadow of death; that

he might make us the children of God, and exalt us to everlasting life.

And to the end that we should alway remember the exceeding great
love of our Master, and only Saviour, Jesus Christ, thus dying for us,

2. If you wish to take from the common cup, come straight to the rail. If you want an
individual cup of wine or juice, then please pick one up at the table in the chancel
BEFORE coming to the rail.

3. Please feel free to either stand or kneel at the rail.

Gluten free bread is available. Please ask from the minister who is serving bread.

5. Please note that we do not practise intinction at St Philip's. We also ask you to take

the chalice into your hands. The minister will not hold the chalice to your lips.

The Minister giving bread will say to you.

The Body of our Lord Jesus Christ, which was given for thee, preserve
thy body and soul unto everlasting life.

Or

Take and eat this in remembrance that Christ died for thee, and feed
on him in thy heart by faith with thanksgiving.

The Minister giving the cup will say to you.

The Blood of our Lord Jesus Christ, which was shed for thee, preserve
thy body and soul unto everlasting life.

Or

Drink this in remembrance that Christ’s Blood was shed for thee, and
be thankful.
