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The Epistle
2 Corinthians 4:1-6
Therefore, since through God’s mercy we have this ministry, we do 
not lose heart. 2 Rather, we have renounced secret and shameful ways; 
we do not use deception, nor do we distort the word of God. On the 
contrary, by setting forth the truth plainly we commend ourselves to 
everyone’s conscience in the sight of God. 3 And even if our gospel is 
veiled, it is veiled to those who are perishing. 4 The god of this age has 
blinded the minds of unbelievers, so that they cannot see the light of 
the gospel that displays the glory of Christ, who is the image of God. 
5 For what we preach is not ourselves, but Jesus Christ as Lord, and 
ourselves as your servants for Jesus’ sake. 6 For God, who said, ‘Let 
light shine out of darkness,’ made his light shine in our hearts to give 
us the light of the knowledge of God’s glory displayed in the face of 
Christ.

The Holy Gospel is written in the 9th chapter of the Gospel according 
to St John beginning at the 1st  verse. 

Glory be to thee O Lord.

The Gospel

John 9:1-41
As he went along, he saw a man blind from birth. 2 His disciples asked 
him, “Rabbi, who sinned, this man or his parents, that he was born 
blind?”
3 “Neither this man nor his parents sinned,” said Jesus, “but this 
happened so that the works of God might be displayed in him. 4 As long 
as it is day, we must do the works of him who sent me. Night is coming, 
when no one can work. 5 While I am in the world, I am the light of the 
world.”
6 After saying this, he spit on the ground, made some mud with the 
saliva, and put it on the man’s eyes. 7 “Go,” he told him, “wash in 
the Pool of Siloam” (this word means “Sent”). So the man went and 
washed, and came home seeing.
8 His neighbors and those who had formerly seen him begging asked, 
“Isn’t this the same man who used to sit and beg?” 9 Some claimed that 
he was.

Others said, “No, he only looks like him.”

But he himself insisted, “I am the man.”
10 “How then were your eyes opened?” they asked.
11 He replied, “The man they call Jesus made some mud and put it on 
my eyes. He told me to go to Siloam and wash. So I went and washed, 
and then I could see.”
12 “Where is this man?” they asked him.
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“I don’t know,” he said.
13 They brought to the Pharisees the man who had been blind. 14 Now 
the day on which Jesus had made the mud and opened the man’s eyes 
was a Sabbath. 15 Therefore the Pharisees also asked him how he had 
received his sight. “He put mud on my eyes,” the man replied, “and I 
washed, and now I see.”
16 Some of the Pharisees said, “This man is not from God, for he does 
not keep the Sabbath.”

But others asked, “How can a sinner perform such signs?” So they 
were divided.
17 Then they turned again to the blind man, “What have you to say 
about him? It was your eyes he opened.”

The man replied, “He is a prophet.”
18 They still did not believe that he had been blind and had received his 
sight until they sent for the man’s parents. 19 “Is this your son?” they 
asked. “Is this the one you say was born blind? How is it that now he 
can see?”
20 “We know he is our son,” the parents answered, “and we know he 
was born blind. 21 But how he can see now, or who opened his eyes, 
we don’t know. Ask him. He is of age; he will speak for himself.” 22 His 
parents said this because they were afraid of the Jewish leaders, who 
already had decided that anyone who acknowledged that Jesus was 
the Messiah would be put out of the synagogue. 23 That was why his 
parents said, “He is of age; ask him.”
24 A second time they summoned the man who had been blind. “Give 
glory to God by telling the truth,” they said. “We know this man is a 
sinner.”
25 He replied, “Whether he is a sinner or not, I don’t know. One thing I 
do know. I was blind but now I see!”
26 Then they asked him, “What did he do to you? How did he open your 
eyes?”
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27 He answered, “I have told you already and you did not listen. Why do 
you want to hear it again? Do you want to become his disciples too?”
28 Then they hurled insults at him and said, “You are this fellow’s 
disciple! We are disciples of Moses! 29 We know that God spoke to 
Moses, but as for this fellow, we don’t even know where he comes from.”
30 The man answered, “Now that is remarkable! You don’t know where 
he comes from, yet he opened my eyes. 31 We know that God does not 
listen to sinners. He listens to the godly person who does his will.  
32 Nobody has ever heard of opening the eyes of a man born blind.  
33 If this man were not from God, he could do nothing.”
34 To this they replied, “You were steeped in sin at birth; how dare you 
lecture us!” And they threw him out.
35 Jesus heard that they had thrown him out, and when he found him,  
he said, “Do you believe in the Son of Man?”
36 “Who is he, sir?” the man asked. “Tell me so that I may believe in 
him.”
37 Jesus said, “You have now seen him; in fact, he is the one speaking 
with you.”
38 Then the man said, “Lord, I believe,” and he worshiped him.
39 Jesus said, “For judgment I have come into this world, so that the 
blind will see and those who see will become blind.”
40 Some Pharisees who were with him heard him say this and asked, 
“What? Are we blind too?”
41 Jesus said, “If you were blind, you would not be guilty of sin; but now 
that you claim you can see, your guilt remains.

This is the Gospel of the Lord.
Thanks be unto thee, O Lord, for this thy holy gospel.

Exhortation
Dearly beloved in the Lord, ye that mind to come to the holy 
Communion of the Body and Blood of our Saviour Christ, must 
consider how Saint Paul exhorteth all persons diligently to try and 
examine themselves, before they presume to eat of that Bread, and 
drink of that Cup. 

For as the benefit is great, if with a true penitent heart and lively faith 
we receive that holy Sacrament; (for then we spiritually eat the flesh 
of Christ, and drink his blood; then we dwell in Christ, and Christ in 
us; we are one with Christ, and Christ with us;) so is the danger great, 
if we receive the same unworthily. For then we are guilty of the Body 
and Blood of Christ our Saviour; we eat and drink our own damnation, 
not considering the Lord’s Body; we kindle God’s wrath against us; we 
provoke him to plague us with divers diseases, and sundry kinds of 
death*. 

Judge therefore yourselves, brethren, that ye be not judged of the 
Lord; repent you truly for your sins past; have a lively and stedfast 
faith in Christ our Saviour; amend your lives, and be in perfect charity 
with all men; so shall ye be meet partakers of those holy mysteries. 

And above all things ye must give most humble and hearty thanks to 
God, the Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost, for the redemption of 
the world by the death and passion of our Saviour Christ, both God and 
man; who did humble himself, even to the death upon the Cross, for us, 
miserable** sinners, who lay in darkness and the shadow of death; that 
he might make us the children of God, and exalt us to everlasting life. 

And to the end that we should alway remember the exceeding great 
love of our Master, and only Saviour, Jesus Christ, thus dying for us, 
and the innumerable benefits which by his precious blood-shedding 
he hath obtained to us; he hath instituted and ordained holy mysteries, 
as pledges of his love, and for a continual remembrance of his death, to 
our great and endless comfort. 
* 1 Corinthians 11.29-30
**in this context means “in need of mercy”
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To him therefore, with the Father and the Holy Ghost, let us give (as 
we are most bounden) continual thanks; submitting ourselves wholly 
to his holy will and pleasure, and studying to serve him in true holiness 
and righteousness all the days of our life. Amen

We are not worthy so much as to gather up the crumbs 
under thy Table. But thou art the same Lord, whose property is 
always to have mercy: Grant us therefore, gracious Lord, so to 
eat the flesh of thy dear Son Jesus Christ, and to drink his blood, 
that our sinful bodies may be made clean by his body, and our 
souls washed through his most precious blood, and that we may 
evermore dwell in him, and he in us. Amen.
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Prayer of Consecration
Almighty God, our heavenly Father, who of thy tender mercy didst 
give thine only Son Jesus Christ to suffer death upon the Cross for 
our redemption; who made there (by his one oblation of himself 
once offered) a full, perfect, and sufficient sacrifice, oblation, and 
satisfaction, for the sins of the whole world; and did institute, and in 
his holy Gospel command us to continue, a perpetual memory of that 
his precious death, until his coming again: 

Hear us, O merciful Father, we most humbly beseech thee; and grant 
that we receiving these thy creatures of bread and wine, according to 
thy Son our Saviour Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of 
his death and passion, may be partakers of his most blessed Body and 
Blood: 

Who, in the same night that he was betrayed, took Bread; and, when he 
had given thanks, he brake it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, Take, 
eat,  this is my Body which is given for you: Do this in remembrance 
of me. Likewise after supper he took the Cup; and, when he had 
given thanks, he gave it to them, saying, Drink ye all of this; for this 
is my Blood of the New Testament, which is shed for you and for 
many for the remission of sins: Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in 
remembrance of me.  Amen
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The Minister giving bread will say to you. 

The Body of our Lord Jesus Christ, which was given for thee, preserve 
thy body and soul unto everlasting life. 
Or

Take and eat this in remembrance that Christ died for thee, and feed 
on him in thy heart by faith with thanksgiving.

The Minister giving the cup will say to you. 

The Blood of our Lord Jesus Christ, which was shed for thee, preserve 
thy body and soul unto everlasting life. 

Or

Drink this in remembrance that Christ’s Blood was shed for thee, and 
be thankful.

NOTES ON RECEIVING HOLY COMMUNION

1.	 Communion is received by anyone who has turned in repentance and placed their 
faith in Jesus Christ as Lord, regardless of denominational affiliation. 

2.	 If you wish to take from the common cup, come straight to the rail. If you want an 
individual cup of wine or juice, then please pick one up at the table in the chancel 
BEFORE coming to the rail.

3.	 Please feel free to either stand or kneel at the rail. 
4.	 Gluten free bread is available. Please ask the minister who is serving bread.
5.	 Please note that we do not practise intinction at St Philip’s. We also ask you to take 

the chalice into your hands. The minister will not hold the chalice to your lips.
